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GOLD PERSPECTIVES OF NIAMBOULAMA, KOURKETO,
SANOUKOLE, FATOU AND KOUNIAN
IN SOUTH AND WEST MALI

The new gold exploration projects of the junior company Bagoé National
Corporation (BANCO) give new targets for extending the gold potential in the
birrimian formation in south and west Mali, called Bouré and Bambouk since the
middle age.

Indeed the huge data set generated by different exploration projects (Or Bagoe
Project ...) and gold mines (Morila et Syama mines) in South Mali and in west Mali
(Mali West Project) and the gold mines of Sadiola, Yatela, Loulo and Tabakoto, has
allowed to open new perspectives to extend the gold potential in the birrimian
basement in south and west Mali.

As a matter of fact in western Mali (Kayes district), three (3) major litho-structural
unites, roughly NNW striking have been defined. These are from west to east:

- Saboussiré Formation called Mako in west Senegal, predominantly
constituted of magmatic rock.

- Kofi Formation or Diale — Dalema in western Senegal, predominantly
sedimentary.

- Kéniébandi Formation, a flyshoide type formation, with flat structures well
developed.

A major, regional, 300 to 400m wide shear zone, called Senegal-Malian accident,
starting in western Senegal, runs right across the birrimian basement of western Mali
and comes to disappear under the Tambaoura escarpment in west Mali. That
structure is sometimes interpreted as a major thrust of the sedimentary sequence on
the volcano-plutonic unites. It seems to be the major guide in the generation and
migration of gold mineralizing fluids.

The volcano — sedimentary, Kofi sequence hosts almost all the economic gold mines
of the area ( Sadiola, Yatela, Loulo, Tabakoro gold mines). Only the small gold mine
of Saboudala in Senegal is hosted in the Mako formation (Saboussiré).

The gold exploration projects of Niamboula, Kourketo and Sanoukolé are all sited
on the favorable, litho-structural, sedimentary Kofi formation proximal to the shear
zone. Besides these grant areas constitute an intersection zone of structures and
geochemical, gold and multi elements anomalies of the Yatela mine and the
Dinnguilou gold potential zone (see map).
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
